Trinity Lutheran School is committed to the accessibility and affordability of a quality Christian education. We strive for an economically diverse student body and offer various scholarship opportunities provided by the Florida School Choice Scholarship Program and Trinity Lutheran Church. 
As part of the Florida School Choice program, Trinity families are eligible to apply to four different types of scholarships to help pay for education and support services at the school that best fits their child’s needs.

1. Florida Tax Credit Scholarship (FTC)

3. Gardiner/PLSA Special Needs Scholarship 
· Provides eligible students a scholarship that can be used to provide specialized services such as speech or occupational therapy, instructional materials, tuition at an eligible private school, etc.
· Eligible disabilities include Autism Spectrum Disorder, Muscular Dystrophy, Cerebral Palsy, Down Syndrome, Phelan McDermid Syndrome, Prader-Willi Syndrome, Spina Bifida, Williams Syndrome, Intellectual disability (severe cognitive impairment), rare diseases as defined by the National Organization for Rare Disorders, anaphylaxis, deaf, visually impaired, dual sensory impaired, traumatic brain injured, hospital or homebound as defined by the rules of the State Board of Education and evidenced by reports from local school districts, or three, four or five year-olds who are deemed high-risk due to developmental delays.

4. McKay Scholarship Program for Students with Disabilities

· Provides scholarships for eligible students with disabilities to attend an eligible public or private school of their choice (see website for eligibility requirements)
· Students with disabilities include K-12 students who are documented as having an intellectual disability; a speech or language impairment; a hearing impairment, including deafness; a visual impairment, including blindness; a dual sensory impairment; an orthopedic impairment, another health impairment, an emotional or behavioral disability; a specific learning disability, including, but not limited to, dyslexia, dyscalculia, or developmental aphasia; a traumatic brain injury; a developmental delay; or autism spectrum disorder.
